	EXAMPLES OF ACTIONS PEOPLE TAKE


BLOGGING: Make your vision a priority by writing a blog (1-2 pages) about your Vision for change! Once we get your blog, we’ll put it on our website, our Myspace and Facebook pages!
VIDEO: Shoot interviews asking people questions about your Vision—“From the People” videos that put the people’s opinions first! If you have an idea for a short film or role-play that creatively looks at your Vision, plan it out and we’ll send your teacher a video camera. Student videos are posted on our website, our YouTube site, and our Myspace and Facebook pages.
DESIGN: If you want to reach out to your community visually, create a slogan and design an image that works with it. We can print out these designs as posters, stickers, flyers, OR send you a silk-screening kit to put them on clothing (choose one and we’ll send you the materials). Student poster designs can appear in exhibits around the country! 
ORGANIZE: Hold meetings and create events for other students in your school and people in your neighborhood. Provide information and encourage them to support your vision!
INFORM: Create a flyer for people to learn more about your Vision. Distribute it around your neighborhood and get it out to as many people as possible!

	Tips for Creating Vision

	Starter for #1:  Imagine a part of the world how you most want it to be.  Your “Vision” explains this change.

Examples: cleaner and safer streets in my community.

	Starter for #2:  If this Vision becomes a reality, how will it make everyone’s lives better?

Examples: more kids can play outside, less crime, less drug use, more community activity.

	Starter for #3: What problems will you face in trying to make your Vision a reality?   

Examples: lack of money to clean up the streets, not enough people to help, not enough trash and recycling receptacles, lack of local political support.

	Starter for #4:  What will you do to make this Vision a reality?  

Examples: talk to waste removal companies about more trash receptacles and recycling bins, picking up trash, organizing a public community space, posters and outreach to community members about keeping the streets clean…

	Starter for #5:  How will you do it? 

Examples: for creating a community space: talk to the city government about fixing up vacant buildings or finding other public spaces for the community, talk to local community groups about helping host events.

	Starters for #6:  How can you reach out to as many people as possible? How will you get their help?

Examples: distributing flyers and posters around the community, conducting video interviews asking community members/other high school students how they feel about their neighborhood, organizing meetings and further actions…
Who are important people to reach for this campaign?

Examples: people who live in the neighborhood, community organizations, local politicians, garbage removal and recycling companies…
